Especially the incoming president, secretary, 
and treasurer of every club should participate.  You will be a better leader and more knowledgeable 
officer after taking part in this program. 

 For a number of years our district has been one of the few districts in the country in which 
every club has contributed to the Leader Dog program.  Lioness Lion Vrla Leach has been an active 
and enthusiastic advocate for Leader Dog within our district.  Show your support for Leader Dog and 
your appreciation for Lioness Lion Vrla’s efforts on its behalf.
