Lion who worked there should be especially proud to have lived our motto during those three days.  The 
LAMP/RAM project demonstrates clearly that no challenge is too large for a group of committed and creative 
volunteers to accomplish. 

 Our Fall Conference will be Friday and Saturday, September 26 and 27, 2008, at the Holiday Inn just at 
exit 225 of I-81 in Staunton.  Second-year International Director Maurice M. Kahawaii from Kailua-Kona, 
Hawaii, and his wife Lani from will be our guests for the weekend.
