Club secretaries may access the PU-101 Lions Club’s Officer Reporting 
Form on the LCI website.  They may also download a copy from our district website.  Before May 15, the club secretary 
must complete and submit the form electronically or mail a hard copy to LCI.  This information is essential for next year’s 
district directory so please send a copy by email or US mail to next year’s District Governor Norma Shoemaker. 

 I strongly urge all newly elected club leaders to attend one of the three Leadership Seminars which PDG Grover 
Jaeger and his team are offering.  Especially the incoming president, sec-retary, and treasurer of every club should 
participate.  All Lions and Lionesses are heartily invited to take part.  You will be a better leader and more knowledgeable 
officer after taking part in this program.  The dates are April 18 and May 2 and 9.  You will find more information and a 
registration form elsewhere in this issue of The Bark.

Heat stress can 
also be a risk, thus keep water by your side to remain 
hydrated. Take frequent breaks and cool off.
