  I researched the Web for some ideas on conserving water 
indoors, but most go without saying.

& save 1000gals of water per month. 
 **Wash produce in the sink or a pan that is partially filled 
with water instead of running water from tap. 
 **Collect the water you use for rinsing produce & reuse it to 
water houseplants. 
 **When shopping for a new appliance, such as a washing 
machine, consider one offering load size & cycle adjustments. 
They are more water & energy efficient. 
 **Look for low-flow toilets. Also replacing a leaky toilet can 
save up to 100gals of water per day!!
