WHEN YOUR BODY TALKS, LISTEN!!   CALL 911!!!  
  

 There are steps you can take to shovel safely and ensure that 

you survive the winter in one piece. 

 The combination of exertion and cold weather are believed 

to be the cause of shovelin-related heart attacks. 

Don't try it all at once. Shovel small amounts especially if 

snow is  heavy and water laden. Shovel 5-10 minutes at a 

time then go back inside to warm up before shoveling 

anymore particularly if you are out of shape or you have 

heart problems. 

 You should dress in layers and wear boots and gloves. 

 The cardinal rule is to practice common sense. If you are 

unable to shovel snow, outsource the job.

Only 

scrapbooks for current Lions year 2009-2010 can be submitted.  Scrapbooks must be picked up from the exhibition area by 

4:00 PM, on Saturday, May 22, 2010. 

2. Judging of scrapbooks:  The MD-24 General Chairperson of the Public Relations Committee will be responsible for 

conducting the judging of scrapbooks in accordance with the criteria listed above. When the MD24 PR Chair cannot obtain 

enough committee members and volunteers to assist with judging, the Chair will make the selections.  A scoring tally card 

may or may not be provided to contestants.  First- and second-place awards will be presented at the Saturday afternoon 

general session by the MD-24 PR Chairperson.
