Broadway     Membership: 40 
(January)  On 1/23/18 we had a program by Lions Richard and Annette Reed from our Club. The title of the 
Program was Habits of Health.  Since 2016 they have been serving in this capacity.  Being Health Coaches they 
specialize in lifelong transformation, one healthy step at a time.   
 
Charlottesville Host   Membership: 34 
(January)   On 1-16-2018 our speaker was 2nd VDG Joel Kendall, after our meeting began with our Board of  
Directors.  Our Club collected 336 pairs of.used eyeglasses to be turned in on 2-3-2018 at the joint Districts 24-
A & 24-C Mid Winter Conference that was held at Culpeper.  Our Club did eye testing using the SPOT machine; 
2-Lions volunteered 4-Hours and served 100- Students.   The Zone Meeting on 1-22-2018 was attended by our 
President, Secretary, and VP.  Average Monthly Attendance: 100.    
 
Charlottesville Lioness    Membership: 21  
(January)  This month we had a visit by DG Lion John Knepper.  Five members did vision screening at area 
elementary schools using the SPOT machine.  They screened 500 students and volunteered a total of 30 hours.  
Three members volunteered 20 hours working for the local food pantry serving 10 people.  Three members 
visited 16 residents in area nursing homes for a total of 7 volunteer hours.  One member packed 100 boxes for 
soldiers for a total of 6 volunteer hours.  International Dues were paid on 1/17/18 in the amount of $451.50.  
Average Monthly Attendance:  95%.   Four members of the Lake of the Woods Lioness Lions Club visited our 
club this month. 
 
Clarke County    Membership: 62  
(January)  On 4 January 2018 we held a Dinner and Board Meeting.  On 18 January we had Guest Night 
including a presentation on Diabetes.  We had a Cash Party and we also sold LOVF tickets. Clarke County 
SAHMSU Technicians developed a training and screening protocol for the new Titmus 4 Vision Screeners; they 
have been visiting clubs in our Zone to provide training in advance of the Community Wellness Festival the last 
Saturday in February. We helped a family displaced by a fire into a temporary residence until their home is 
replaced.  We organized a clothing and household goods drive, with such great response to the clothing part, 
that the family needs were exceeded.  They asked that the extra clothing be given to others in need.  Also 
collected used furniture to furnish their home. Lions spent 2 days picking up donated furniture. 

We had a program by Rebecca Davis, a Family and Consumer Services Agent with Virginia Tech 
Cooperative Extension in the N. Shenandoah Valley; her focus was on diabetes prevention. They encourage 
having a support group to cheer you on in your successes, and nutrition assistance.

(January)  
DD Lion John Knepper presented a program to our club in January.  Broom Sales at the Kiwanis Pancake Cake 
Day totaled $393.  We paid $800 for 13 eyeexams.  We also paid $364.98 for a bench to be placed at the 
Warren County Middle School as part of our Centennial Project.  State Dues were paid on Dec 15, 2017 in the 
amount of $352.  Average Monthly Attendance: 80.   
 
Gordonsville     Membership:  17 
On January 9, 2018 we had a visit by 2nd VDG Lion Joel Kendall.   We continue to sell pecans and other fruit 
and nut items.   We also sell brooms and tickets for our $1,000 raffle.  We continue working on the Miss 
Orange County Contest, soliciting sponsors and arranging for the contest.  Also, one of our Lions participates in 
the Breakfast Buddy program at the elementary school and spends approximately 12 hours a month with a 
student helping the student with school work. One of our Lions donated blood.  International Dues wre paid 
on 1/20/2018 in the amount of $311.85.  State Dues were paid on 11/27/2017 in the amount of $256.  
Average Monthly Attendance:  50.   
 
Lake of the Woods   Membership: 90 
(January)  We conduct a Red Cross Blood Drive every other Month;  in January 35 units of blood were 
collected potentially saving 105 lives;  nine Lions worked 36 hours.  Eyeglass Recycling continues when we 
collect used eyeglasses, clean them and determine the prescription using our measurement machines they are 
then packaged, labeled and sent to a distribution center. Thirteen Lions worked 69 hours and 3,820 eyeglasses 
were collected.   Applications for eyeglasses, eye exams and hearing aids are reviewed for approval then 
referred to our eye care providers; 4 people were referred to our eye care providers for exams and eyeglasses.  
Our Lions pick up donated furniture, have a furniture sale, and make trips to the landfill with unusable items; 
repurposing furniture saves the environment. This month 11 Lions worked 41 hours picking up furniture at 9 
different households. We operate the Wilderness Food Pantry; we pick up food at community food banks and 
at donating commercial establishments; we stock the pantry facility, deliver food donations to shut-ins,and 
maintain records including FDA requirements. This month 11 Lions worked 131 hours.   LOW Lions actively 
recycle medical equipment, taking in donated equipment and delivering needed medical equipment to 
members of the community who require it.. Repurposing equipment also saves the environment. 8 Lions 
worked 52 hours and served 50 clients.  
  
Louisa County    Membership: 35 
(January) The Louisa Lions Club approved 11 applications from individuals requesting assistance with eye tests 
and eyeglasses.   The Club received a Melvin Jones chevron from Chancellor Bob Corlew. 
 
Luray     Membership: 16 
(January)  On the Jan.18th meeting we had an excellent visit by DG Lion John Knepper who recognized this 
club's activities and spoke of Lions Clubs activities and events, both in District 24-C and internationally; at the 
same meeting the club agreed to hold its annual Casino Nite or Fun Nite fundraiser at Luray Fire Hall on Friday, 
March 16, 2018.  At  our Jan. 4th meeting we approved two sight assistance requests at $64 each;  the Sight 
Chairman also noted the club had requested permission to hold a 2018 White Cane Sale at the local Walmart 
in May.  In January we paid out funds for 2017 Lions Luray H.S. Scholarship.  We received an invitation as a 
donor, for a club representative to attend the appreciation reception at Page Public Library on Feb. 9, 2018.  
Average Monthly Attendance:  80.  

(February)  At our Feb.1st meeting we distributed tickets and made plans for the club's annual Casino 
Nite fundraiser set for March 16, 2018, at the Luray Fire Hall.  At our Feb. 15th meeting our club agreed to 
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provide $192 for sight assistance for three local residents.  Also at the Feb. 15th meeting we agreed to provide 
a $500 scholarship to a 2018 Luray H.S. graduating senior.  Average Monthly Attendance:   80.

Our Lions continue to read for Valley Voice, a reading service for the 
blind and vision impaired (through WMRA radio at JMU); the service is also carried on cable public access TV.  
Fifteen Lions volunteered 59 Lion hours and 4,000 people served.  Average Monthly Attendance:  50

(January)  International Dues were paid on 1/10/2018 in the amoun of: $236.50 
Average Monthly Attendance: 82% 
 
Staunton    Membership: 26 
(January)  Staunton Lions received money from the sale of brooms and Lions Club mints. These are  monthly 
receipts from our vendors who proudly display items in their businesses.  Staunton Lions Club sent a check in 
the amount of $500 to cover the cost of 20 pairs of eyeglasses, to Augusta Regional Clinic.  A letter is being 
sent to Robert E. Lee H.S. seeking candidates for the 2 scholarships we donate to deserving students who wish 
to continue in the fields of music and also academics.  Staunton Lions served Pepperoni and Cheese pizzas to 
116 residents of The Valley Mission on Monday Jan. 22, 2018 with 6 Lions assisting. The residents were very 
appreciative of the pizzas as they are rarely served.  DG Lion John Knepper will be our guest speaker at our
